PARASITE CONTROL

Even though the weather is cold, we are seeing an increase in the number of dogs and cats having problems with fleas. This is most likely due to the fact we have all been turning on the central heating, which increases the chance of flea eggs hatching in our homes. A horrid thought, but unfortunately true!

Along with the fleas, we are still seeing cases of lungworm in dogs, which we reported in our Summer Newsletter as a relatively new disease in this part of the country.

During FEBRUARY we are running an offer on Advocate, which is a monthly spot on product that will control both the fleas and the lungworm (as well as fox mange and some of the intestinal worms). We will also continue our offer on Milbemax, which is a broad spectrum wormer to use alongside Advocate for total protection against both internal and external parasites.
